B. Cape May Lighthouse (1859)

· Leased to MAC in 1986 for 20 years, with MAC assuming complete responsibility for restoration, maintenance, and operation. Lease renegotiated in 1995, with a 24-year term Lease extended for another 10 years, starting in 2019.

· Annual visitation of over 71,706 (2021) who pay to climb, with perhaps as many more visiting the ground floor and Oil House without climbing. Over 2.5 million visitors have climbed the Lighthouse since it opened in 1988.
