2:30PM-4:30PM Combination Trolley, 
Physick Estate & Carroll Gallery
Enjoy a guided trolley tour of Cape May’s Historic District with a guided tour of 
the Physick House Museum, providing an in-depth look into Cape May history 
and architecture. Learn why Cape May is the only National HIstoric Landmark 
City in the nation as you appreciate the details of Cape May’s unique Victorian 
streetscapes via trolley. 

Take a guided tour of the first and second floors of the 1879 Physick House 
Museum, for a detailed look at Victorian architecture and the period. Built 

in 1879, the 18-room mansion is an architectural materpiece built by famed 
American architect Frank Furness and one of the best examples of Victorian Stick 

Style architecture in the country.
